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Member meetings for
2020 Rate Case set

Powder River Energy is seeking a 4.23% rate increase
in a general rate case with the Wyoming Public Service
Commission (PSC).

Changes affect residential and industrial classes.
A PRECorp Residential member using the average
amount of 1,175 kWh, will see an $11.23 increase in
their monthly bill, which includes a $1.50 increase in
the basic charge. The case is being filed in order to cap-
ture fixed costs being lost due to declining sales, and to
bring the basic charge closer to cost of service.

PRECorp is seeking to change the billing of Residen-
tial Seasonal services, for example, stock well servic-
es, from annual to monthly billing. This change will
take effect with the date of the rate change, Septem-
ber 1, 2020.

PRECorp is also filing to reintegrate much of the Coal
Bed Methane (CBM) classes into General Service and
Large Power classes in acknowledgement of less dedi-
cated use of system investments by CBM members.

The filing requests PSC approval and implementation
in September 2020.
